New performances on commercial labels are denoted P>, on small labels and private issues . Gray
entries are reissues.

Of 434 listed opuses, about 230 have not been recorded, including all 11 of his operas, 31 symphonies, 22
tone poems, 13 concertos, 35 chamber pieces, 24 keyboard works, and numerous large choral works. While
it is tempting to think that all of the major works have been recorded, live recordings belie this. In
particular, Adoration, op. 221 is extraordinarily beautiful, Symphony No. 18 “Circe”, op. 204, originally a
ballet score, uniquely dark and mysterious, and the Harmonica Concerto, op. 114 colorful mosaic of short
movements. The Burning House, op. 185 noh opera also invokes noir cinema. And many liturgical or
secular choral works (30th Ode of Solomon op. 76, Fuji Cantata op. 182, Praise the Lord with Psaltery op.
222, The Way of Jesus op. 279, Revelations of St. Paul op. 343) are worthy of professional recordings.

By far the most recorded of Alan Hovhaness's works is his Prayer of St. Gregory, op. 62b, an excerpt from
his opera Etchmiadzin, with 74 releases (1 78, 15 LP, 58 CD). It has been recorded for trumpet and strings,
trumpet and brass, trumpet and organ, double-bass and organ, and trombone and piano.

Second place with 29 releases is his Symphony No. 2 "Mysterious Mountain", op. 132 (11 LP, 18 CD).
Third place with 16 recordings is the seminal Lousadzak, op. 48 (2 78, 5 LP, 9 CD).

Fourth place with 15 recordings is shared by And God Created Great Whales, op. 229, No. 1 (8§ LP, 7 CD)
and Mystic Flute, op. 22, No. 1 (3 LP, 12 CD).

And fifth place with 14 releases is Symphony No. 4, op. 165 (8 LP, 6 CD).
